GENESIS OF CONFISCATION OF PROPERTY AS A FORM OF PUNISHMENT
IN DOMESTIC CRIMINAL LAW

Abstract. The evolution of confiscation of property largely reflects the evolution of property relations and the improvement
of criminal legislation at various stages of the development of society. The very concept of “confiscatio” since ancient times
presupposes the forced seizure of a certain object of property in favor of the state by a decision of a judicial authority or a public
authority. It is obvious, based on the content of this phenomenon as a form of punishment, that its legal formalization could
be formed only during the period of the emergence of the state, accompanied by the structural division of society into layers
and classes, as well as the registration of property relations characteristic of this particular society. An important factor in this
case is the separation of the individual from the “community” of society as a manifestation of individuality, the separation of
personal property from the total public property (in order to be able to “confiscate” in the meaning of “take away” personal
property, this property must be allocated in the common collective property and this allocation must be fixed by the system
of formal law or legal custom), as well as the level of humanization of criminal penalties applied in these societies — that is,
whether the confiscation of property is the main or accompanying (additional) punishment. At the same time, since property
rights are inextricably linked with property relations, in order to clarify their genesis, it is also necessary to study and carefully
analyze along with the general history of society, as well as the history of the development of law and the economic history

of the evolution of this society.

Abstract. The article deals with the personnel issue of judicial constitutional justice in the prism of amendments to the Constitu-
tion and amendments to the Federal Constitutional Law «On the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation».

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DEVELOPMENT OF A STRATEGY FOR MAKING INVESTMENT DECISIONS
IN THE ACTIVITIES OF MACHINE-BUILDING ENTERPRISES IN CONDITIONS
OF UNCERTAINTY

Abstract. Investment decisions are usually made on the basis of subjective judgments of experts who are subject to informa-
tion scarcity at the preliminary stages of the project. As a result, a number of mistakes are made in forecasting risks and/or
making decisions, which leads to uncontrolled investments and failures of investment projects. This paper presents variable
fuzzy set theory and intelligent algorithms integrated with case-based reasoning. The proposed algorithm manages numer-
ous fuzzy concepts and variable factors of the project, as well as adjusts the decision-making process in accordance with past
cases and experience. In addition, it reduces the complexity of calculations and reduces the reaction time for decision-making.
Three types of risk correlations are summarized in combination with various characteristics of engineering projects in the
machine-building industry, and each of these correlations is presented at the stage of making an investment decision on the
project. Quantitative and qualitative theories of changing variables of fuzzy sets are also used to prevent investment risks.
The approach presented in this article allows for risk analysis in a simple and intuitive way and implements the integration of

objective and subjective risk assessments within the expected risk of decision makers.

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SOME ASPECTS OF THE PROSPECTS FORTHE DEVELOPMENT
OF ETHNOGRAPHIC GEOGRAPHY IN THE CONTEXT
OF ETHNOGRAPHICTOURISM

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to determine the prospects for the development of ethnogeography as a science from the
standpoint of interaction and mutual influence on the development of domestic ethnotourism. The author analyzes a number
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of scientific works directly and indirectly related to ethnogeography and ethnographic tourism and draws certain conclusions.
Descriptive and bibliometric methods were used. The analysis of the scientific-methodological and scientific-practical works on
ethnogeography available today shows that they are partly fragmentary and are devoted, as a rule, only to certain aspects in
the context of global studies of ethnic territory and its geographical location and do not fully reflect the scientific and practical
needs of ethnographic tourism. Unfortunately, no serious research developments have been carried out in the combination
of “ethnotourism” and “ethnogeography” to date, as evidenced by the bibliographic analysis carried out by the author on the
Russian information and analytical portal eLIBRARY.RU. Today, the value and role of ethnographic tourism in Russia is being
rethought, which directly gives impetus to the development of both this tourist destination and ethnogeography, as a science
providing the necessary amount of knowledge to the tourism industry. The theoretical/practical significance lies in determining
promising areas of practical application in ethnographic tourism of the results of scientific research in the field of ethnoge-
ography. Determination of the ways of scientific search in the aspect of scientific and methodological meaningfulness of the
problems of expanding the information and scientific field, both in the system of ethnogeographic knowledge and in the field of
ethnotourist methodology, allowing, on the one hand, to provide high-quality professional training of specialists in the field of

ethnotourism, on the other hand, to expand the methodological base of ethnogeography as a subject of scientific knowledge.

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QUANTITATIVE COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE REGION SOCIAL
SPHERE COMPONENTS

Abstract. The main approaches to assessing the level of regional socio-economic and social development are described. The
shortcomings of the methods proposed for today are noted, the tendency of the dominance of the social component is high-
lighted. It is proposed to identify the components of the social sphere: “Social environment”; “Standard of living”; “Housing
conditions”; “Medicine, education and science”; “Culture, sports, recreation and tourism” and link them with the level of social
development of the regions. The method of determining integral indicators for each of the components is described. Numerical
values for the regions of the Central Federal District are calculated. A comparative analysis was carried out, conclusions were
drawn regarding the possibility of using the proposed technique in other conditions. The authors describe the main trends
reflecting the results obtained.
